REGIONAL NARCOTICS UNIT
The Regional Narcotics Unit (RENU) is a drug trafficking investigations task force, in operation throughout Hamilton County since 1973. The Regional Narcotics Unit conducts investigations of persons responsible for drug trafficking in the Greater Cincinnati area, through a number of investigative programs, including drug interdiction.  
DRUG INTERDICTION  PROGRAM
Drug interdiction programs focus upon drug couriers and drug shipments, in transit from drug source areas usually near U.S. borders, to consumption markets like Greater Cincinnati. RENU drug interdiction operations seize drug shipments, prior to delivery to market and distribution into our community. RENU drug interdiction operations are based upon the understanding that drug traffickers, like those marketing legitimate commodities, must use public and commercial facilities to accomplish the business of transporting and marketing illegal drugs.

Investigations have repeatedly documented drug trafficker use of legitimate business facilities while distributing illegal substances.  These businesses include hotels, commercial storage and shipping companies, car rental agencies, food supplement businesses, and other legitimate organizations, whose products and services can be of use for drug trafficking.  
The presence of illegal activity in legitimate businesses creates a danger to employees and customers, and drains company resources from pursuit of legitimate business interests.  Your assistance can help protect your business and your community.   
POSSIBLE INDICATORS OF CRIMINAL ACTIVITY
There are no physical characteristics common to all, or even most, drug traffickers.  However, RENU investigations have repeatedly indicated that some activities, if promptly reported, could result in the prevention of crime occurring in your business.  Some of these activities are listed, as follows:  
1. Persons buying or renting goods, services, vehicles or accommodations with cash, avoiding use of their personal credit cards, using fictitious or concealed identities, or having a third party make payment.  

2. Persons traveling by plane, bus, or motor vehicle, and staying at hotels or other accommodations, without reservations or accurate identification. 

3. Persons in vehicles, or other means of conveyance, arriving and departing locations at odd times of the day or night or with unusual frequency.

4. Persons in possession of firearms or other dangerous items, or suspicious items such as unidentified white powder, packaging material, or other substances which could indicate illegal drug activity.
5. Persons possessing large sums of currency.

6. Any unusual odors from rental areas or specific parcels or luggage or odors thought to mask the odor of contraband.
7. Persons or parcels arriving from drug source areas with or without identified business, or the rental of goods and services by local persons, which are regularly used by out of towners.
8. Unusual requests such as location in secluded areas, or the refusal of typical services, such as maid service in hotels, delivery service, etc.

9. Unusual modifications to rental locations or items, such as hotel rooms, storage lockers, motor vehicles, or unusual use - such as high mileage on short term car rentals.
10.  Suspicious purchases of 
 unusual items, or items in 
 unusual quantities, such as 
 large quantities of food 
 supplements which are 
 typically used sparingly.

11.  Other unusual circumstances,  
 such as travelers without 
 sufficient luggage, changes in 
 luggage during a stay,
 extending or terminating 
 services abruptly, or other 
 actions inconsistent with 
 regular customer behavior.
